“Where the Waters Meet”

In celebrating its 46th year of
bringing fine art to the
community, the nationally
recognized Oconomowoc
Festival of the Arts’ board
voted to "fill the gap" at the City
Beach on Lac la Belle when
the relocation of the flagpole
was announced. The removal
of the flagpole left the buried
GPS signal for the city without
an historical landmark.

Local artist Terri Field designed the sculpture, “Where the Waters
Meet,” collaborating with the Park and Recreation board to create a
shared vision and historical symbol of Lac La Belle. This sculpture
represents the sailing regattas that still grace our lake front.
Featuring four soaring sail-like pieces of aluminum on a granite
base, it symbolizes the four main lakes in Oconomowoc:
Lac La Belle, Oconomowoc Lake, Fowler Lake and Silver Lake.

The Oconomowoc Festival of the Arts has a history of giving back
to the Oconomowoc community. College Scholarships for
Oconomowoc High School students who major in fine arts as well as
the elegant bronze sculpture “Melody” which resides outside of the
Oconomowoc Arts Center are two examples of its support of the fine
arts in Oconomowoc. With the donation of this newest work they
hope to enrich the heart of 0conomowaoc and to continue to connect
the visual arts with our community.
